Current Enrollment Summary
Å State Incentive Payments totaling $100,812.62 have been 

paid on 13 finalized CREP offers representing 1,627.6 
acres and 3,434 acre-feet 
ï (approximately $2.9 M in Total FSA payments).

Å 49 Offers on 7,774.2 acres for CRP-1 approval are still 
pending water right division agreements, return of 
documents, etc. 

Å Offers on 23 tracts totaling 4,670.4 acres have been 
withdrawn for various reasons including land sales, 
changes of tenants / operators, program dis-
qualification, uncertainty about commodity prices, and 
others (unexplained). [The highest enrollment total 
during FY07-08 (so far) was on about 13,295 acres in 
January, 2008.]

Water Transition Assistance Pilot 

Project Program

ÅThe 2006 Kansas Legislature approved the 
WTAP for implementation by the SCC

ïA five year pilot project 

ïPermanent dismissal of water rights

ïPurpose: to decrease ñhistoric consumptive 
water useò in priority areas designated to be in 
critical need of aquifer restoration and / or 
stream recovery. 



WTAP STRATEGY
ÅPriority to:

ï1) the most senior water rights available which 

ï2) the greatest consumptive use reductions 

ï3) the lowest reasonable, affordable price via a competitive bid 
process (most ñbang for the buckò). 

ÅThe annual budget is not to exceed $1.5 million. 

ÅWTAP provides:

ïPermanent retirement of irrigation water rights, partial or whole. 

ïLands appurtenant to the dismissed right(s) can be farmed dryland 
or be re-authorized from another water right (subject to additional 
consumptive use analysis by DWR) . 



ENROLLMENT CONDITIONS

ÅNot more than 10% of a countyôs irrigated acres can are 
eligible.

Å Approval of partial water right retirements is allowed, up 
to a maximum of 30% of the total program funds. 

ÅA water right must have been actively used for lawful, 
beneficial purposes in at least 6 of the previous 10 years 
prior to enrollment.

Å If approved for a retirement grant, a water right must be 
completely separated from, or completely ñoverlappedò 
with, all other related water rights. 



ENROLLMENT CONDITIONS

continued

ÅDryland farming is allowed after the water right 
retirement. 
ï limited, temporary watering of up to three years is allowed to 

establish a permanent cover on the land being transitioned from 
irrigation, if necessary. 

ÅAll wells being retired must be properly capped, plugged, 
or reconditioned as a domestic well in accordance with 
regulations of the KDHE.

ÅSuccessful applicants may accept the WTAP transition 
grant in a lump sum payment or in equal annual 
installments not to exceed 10 years.

Å Rattlesnake Creek (Lower Republican Basin) and Prairie Dog Creek 

(Upper Republican Basin) and were initially identified as project areas 

because of their unique water supply issues.
